NEW STYLE MISSIONARIES

Last week, Mary and Brendan Daly, of Rosewood Estate, left Ireland
to take up missionary duties in South Korea. Brendan will take up a
teaching position while both will dedicate their free time to
spreading the Faith in that far off country.
Mary and Brendan were both extremely active parishioners in
Ballincollig, serving as Ministers of the Word and of the Eucharist as
well as being active members of the local Neocatechumenal
community. Brendan taught in St. Finbarr's College, Farranferris, for
many years, subsequently taking up the post of Principal of the
Community School in Castletownbere. This he later exchanged for a
teaching position in Bandon in order to be nearer the
Neocathecumenal Group. Brendan served on the Parish Council for
three years and was elected chairperson at the inaugural meeting
of the third Council last September. We will all miss his wise and
gentle guidance.
Time was when every parish in Ireland was represented on the
Foreign Missions by some men or women who had gone to work
abroad as priests or Religious. With the fall in vocations to the
religious life over recent decades this situation has changed.
However, with the advent of the lay Catholic Missionary a new link
is being established with fellow Catholic communities in far away
places. Ballincollig has another family, the Deasys, working on the
missions in Taiwan to which Far Eastern country they transported
their large young family.
Other Christian churches, especially in the United States, have been
sending out married couples and their families on foreign missions
for centuries. They have been very effective in bringing the word of
God to pagan lands. With the active involvement of lay people in
the Catholic Church at home it is only logical that some enthusiastic
families should take the brave step of becoming personally involved
in the Missions. What better witness could be given to the Faith in
Christ than to show unbelievers the example of Christian values
lived out in a family setting!
Our good wishes go with Mary and Brendan in their courageous
undertaking. Please keep them in your prayers, especially during
the coming months during which they will have to adapt to a
strange culture, climate and language in the Far East.
