THE BALLINCOLLIG PARISHIONER 

A God of Tenderness and Compassion 
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To you glory and praise for evermore. 

Patrick Kavanagh was an Irish poet. As a human being he was a mixture of genius and 
cantankerousness. He could be difficult, impossible even, but he had his gifts, a gift for 
words and a gift for insight. He could say beautiful things in beautiful ways. He was living in 
Dublin in 1939 when the Second World War broke out. In neutral Ireland, that time was 
known as ‘The Emergency’. The effects of the war however, were felt everywhere. War 
became the dominant fact of life. Kavanagh at this thought and was moved to defend the 
supreme importance of personal life. He wrote these words – 
 
‘Beyond the headlines 
Then I saw the wild geese flying 
In fair formation to their babes in Inchicore 
And I knew that these wings would but wear the wings of war 
And a man’s simple thoughts outlive the day’s loud dying. 
Don’t fear, don’t’ fear, I said to my soul, 
The bedlam of time is an empty bucket rattled, 
‘Tis you who will say in the end who best battles. 
Only they who fly home to God have flown at all.’ 
 
Here is a beautiful and defiant statement of the value of simple things. Wild geese are far 
more important than the roar and rage of war. A persons quiet thoughts are more valuable 
than the loud babble of the street. And in all the rumpus of life, it is the practice of holiness, 
of personal loving that really counts in the end. God is to be found in these simple things and 
the noise and the clutter of modern life are distractions on our journey towards God. 
 
The God that we believe in is a God of love and kindness, not a distant God to be frightened 
of and not a vengeful God to run away from. Long ago, in the desert of Sinai, the Jewish 
people gave their allegiance to a God “of tenderness and compassion”, a God who is slow to 
anger, rich in kindness and faithfulness. We are the fruits of God’s love. St. Paul urges us to 
be happy, to try and be perfect, to help one another, to live in peace, to be the children of 
God. 
 
In a world full of the noise of warfare, terrorism and the bickering of nations, the individual 
person can seem to be of no value. But it is our individuality – the fact that God created us, as 
we are, unique and special, and capable of giving and receiving love – which makes each and 
everyone of us important. Since we are all created equal in God’s eyes, if I am not important, 
then no one is. 
 
We are all put here in this world to love, and by doing so we all bear witness to God’s loving 
kindness.

SAINT OF THE WEEK 
 

St. Philip Neri  26-May-2005 
 

The Apostle of Rome, was born in Florence, Italy, in the year 1515. He was 
the elder son of Francis Neri and Lucretia Soldi, both descendants of Tus-
can families. Of amiable disposition throughout his youth, the young boy 
soon became known as Philip the Good - "the good Pippo," as he was 
called. In his early youth, he studied philosophy and later he took an exten-
sive course in theology. 
Together with fourteen companions, he established the Confraternity of the 
Most Holy Trinity for looking after pilgrims and convalescents. Its mem-
bers met for Communion, prayer and other spiritual exercises in the Church 
of San Salvatore, and Philip himself introduced the idea of having exposi-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament at least once a month. At these devotions, 
Philip preached, though a layman, and succeeded in leading many souls to a 
life of perfection. In the year 1550, he transferred this Confraternity to the 
Church of the Holy Trinity, and erected a new hospital. His work, blessed 
by Almighty God, continued to flourish, and in 1551, he was ordained a 
priest at the age of thirty-six. 
As a newly ordained priest, Philip continued his spiritual conferences to 
ever-increasing numbers, who came seeking his splendid guidance and 
help. In a short time, several priests and young ecclesiastics associated 
themselves with him and began to assist him with his conferences and in 
reading prayers and meditations to the people of the Church of the Holy 
Trinity. This small group soon became known as Oratorians, because at 
certain hours each day, they would gather the people together for prayer 
and meditation. Thus laid the foundation of a new religious society. In 
1564, when Philip had formed his congregation into a regular community, 
he had several of his young ecclesiastics ordained to the holy priesthood. 
Among them was the famous Caesar Baronious, who later became one of 
the greatest historians of the church, a cardinal, and in 1745 was declared 
Venerable by Pope Benedict XIV. 
Saint Philip was recognised as one of the best scholars of his age. He was 
noted also for his kindness and simplicity and was much sought after as a 
confessor. His sense of humour is of legendary fame. He was beatified by 
Pope Paul V in 1615 and was canonised a saint by Pope Gregory XV in the 
year 1622.
