SAINT OF THE WEEK
St. Colman 25-November-2005

St. Colman was born around 530, probably in West Cork. A
bard by profession, he was endowed with extraordinary poetic
powers' being styled by his contemporaries "Royal Bard of
Munster". He is reputed to have been influenced by St. Bren-
dan to become a priest. He built his cathedral abbey in what is
now the East Cork village of Cloyne where he laboured for
forty years in the large diocese of Cloyne of which he is Pa-
tron. Many place names, such as Kilcolman, commemorate
him. Several of Colman's Irish poems are still extant, notably
a metrical panegyric on St. Brendan.
