Continuing with the Commandments

Keeping the Ten Commandments is a vital part of our moral life. If we spend our
time breaking many of them, then we are definitely heading in the wrong direction.

Laws alone are not
everything. Laws are man-made, even when based on the Ten Commandments. If
our morality were to be based on the Law of the Land, it would be veering far
away from the ideas of Our Heavenly Father in so many ways. Our life must be
focused on Jesus Christ for us to find our way to eternal happiness. If we stray
away from this path, then we are likely to bring trouble upon ourselves

We continue from last week with the remainder of The Ten Commandments

Old: Thou shall not kill

New: You must not hurt your brother in any way. Be compassionate as your Father is
compassionate. Do not judge, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn,
and you will not be condemned. Love your enemies too. Do good to those
who hate you. Bless those who curse you. Pray for those who speak evil
against you.

It is not enough to be faithful to your marriage partner. You must love
him or her as you would your other self. Mere physical fidelity is no
longer enough. Aim at fidelity of the heart and soul.

Thou shall not steal.

There are various ways of stealing besides the obvious one. If you pile up and
hoard goods that you do not need, while at the same time your brother is in
need — that is a form of stealing. The goods of the earth were meant for all of
God’s children. Each is entitled to what he or she needs in order to be able to
lead a life of dignity. So I say to you: give to everyone who asks.

If
you can find nothing good to say about him, then remain silent.

I say to you: do not covet any goods at all. Do not lay up treasures here on
earth. Be on your guard against greed of any kind. What good would it do to
gain the whole world if you lost your soul? Strive, rather, to make yourself rich
in the sight of God.

Do not obey these commandments out of fear but out of Love. And if you
find ten of them too many to remember, you can reduce them to two:

Mother’s Day History
The earliest Mother’s Day celebrations can be traced back
to the spring celebrations of ancient Greece in honour of
Rhea, the Mother of the Gods. During the 1600’s, England
celebrated a day called “Mothering Sunday’. Celebrated on
the fourth Sunday of Lent (the 40 day period leading up to
Easter), ‘Mothering Sunday’ honoured the mothers of Eng-
land. During this time many of the England’s poor worked
as servants for the wealthy. As most jobs were located far
from their homes, the servants would live at the houses of
their employers. On Mothering Sunday the servants would
have the day off and were encouraged to return home and
spend the day with their mothers. A special cake, called
mothering cake was often brought along to provide a fes-
tive touch. As Christianity spread through Europe the cele-
bration changed to honour the “Mother Church” - the spiri-
tual power that gave them life and protected them from
harm. Over time the church festival blended with the
Mothering Sunday celebration. People began honouring
their mothers as well as the church.
