At the time Jesus lived, not everyone believed in resurrection.
The Sadducees especially resisted the idea and tried to make Je-
sus look foolish when they asked who would be the man's wife in
heaven. They posed a situation where a woman's husband died.
As was the custom of the time, the brother of a deceased man
married the widow in order to insure heirs. They predicted that
hypothetically if enough husbands died, she could meet seven
husbands at her own resurrection. Which one would be her hus-
band in heaven, they wondered? Neither we nor the Sadducees
can fully understand life after death, but Jesus asks us to trust that
something much greater than our understanding awaits us at the
resurrection
