Opportunities Still Available

For Students At CIT

Paul Mahony, Head of Adult and Continuing Education at
Cork Institute of Technology (CIT) has outlined some oppor-
tunities available to students who may not have received the
points they hoped for in the Leaving Cert which would enable
them to pursue a full time college course.

CIT’s Honours Degree in Business Studies is available by
night over a four and a half year period. Mr Mahony says,
“this opportunity suits many people: it involves coming to
lectures on two evening a week, which means that people can
take up employment. The fees are also eligible for Tax Re-
lief.”

Students from disciplines other than Business Studies, with a
minimum of a Level 6 Qualification, are also offered a user
friendly route to attaining a Level 8 Business Studies Degree
in Management, also at night.
