In an attempt to show the people that God will forgive and accept sin-
ners into the Kingdom, Jesus told three parables about being lost and
then found. The first parable was about a shepherd who had one hun-
dred sheep but lost one. The shepherd searched until he found the lost
lamb. There was much celebration on the part of the shepherd and his
neighbours because something lost was found. The second parable
concerned a widow who searched her house until she found a lost
piece of silver. Finally, Jesus told the parable of the prodigal son who
squandered his share of his inheritance and went home to beg his fa-
ther to let him be a worker. Instead, the father was so thrilled to see
this son who had been lost to him that he threw a big party. All three
of these parables illustrate the joy that will be in heaven when one lost
sinner is found.
