Lord, Increase Our Faith

In today’s first reading the prophet Habakkuk asks God why he does
not intervene in the suffering of his chosen people: "How long Lord
am | to cry for help, and you will not listen”? “Where is God’ is a
question 1’m sure many of us ask when our life is in turmoil and we
feel God has abandoned us. There are so many challenges in our lives.
There are so many crises we all have to face.

In the gospel reading the disciples ask Jesus, “Lord, increase our
faith.” Faith is a precious gift we have freely received from God. It is
easy to say that we have faith in him when everything is going fine.
But in moments of crisis, God also wants us to have faith in him. In
those moments, let us turn to Jesus asking him to increase our faith. In
our day to day struggles, it is our faith which makes us reach out to
God for strength and courage. What St Paul says to Timothy in the
second Reading, we can take as being advice for us also today: to re-
main faithful to Christ despite the hardships that we will encounter and
to fan in to a flame the gift that God gave us. We are reminded: ‘you
have been trusted with something precious, guard it with the help of
the Holy Spirit who lives in us’. The challenge for each of us is to per-
severe in our faith - to remain faithful to God when all is dark and dif-
ficult. We thank God for his gift of Faith and pray for all who are
struggling today.

This Sunday (3rd Oct), we celebrate ‘Day for Life’ - a day set aside
each year by the Catholic Church to raise awareness about the meaning
and value of human life at every stage from conception to death. This
year we are invited to reflect on ‘the meaning of Christian death and
care for those who are dying’. In the Preface for Christian death, we
pray: ‘Lord, for your faithful people, life is changed, not ended’. Death
is not an end. Through the death and resurrection of Jesus we have
been given the hope that one day we too will share in the life of the
Resurrection. Today let us remember in prayer those who are dying
and those who are caring for them. May their faith sustain them and

may they experience God’s love and peace.
