Pentecost

We celebrate the gift of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the promise
of the Father. Christ’s disciple had kept their heads down, they
had kept quiet, not drawing attention to themselves, they were
fearful. A sudden change occurred on the morning of Pentecost,
they were filled with courage and began to speak openly and
powerfully about Jesus, proclaiming that he is risen, that he is
Lord. As members of the Church in our time, we can feel fearful,
our heads are down, we are shamed by scandals and upset by di-
vision, we see falling Mass attendances, we feel disillusioned. We
know it should be better, we pray it will be better. The Spirit
gives us hope that it will be better, that he will make his Church
new and vibrant as on that Pentecost dawn. The Holy Spirit is the
Lord and giver of life, the one who renews the face of the earth,
and we pray that he will renew the face of our Church.

Jesus promises us that the Spirit will be with us forever, to com-
fort and guide, to answer our cry. In our troubles we remember
that the Spirit offers us love, joy, peace, kindness, gentleness and
self-control. To accept these gifts is to become a person of peace,
at peace with oneself, with God and with other people The same
Spirit is given to each of us and we are called to be at peace with
each other, called to that unity among us for which Jesus prayed
to his Father. If we can become less centred on ourselves, and
more focussed on God and on our brothers and sisters in Christ,
then we will experience the abiding presence of Jesus with us by
his Spirit. As he guides and inspires us and gives us the gifts we
need for the work of the Lord, we remember that the message of
Jesus, the message of life and love, is not spread by powerful hu-
man systems, but by the Spirit of God: “not by might, not by
power, bur by my Spirit, says the Lord” (Zech. 4:6). We pray for
renewal, for ourselves and for the Church, that we may experi-
ence the new life, the enthusiasm and the love of the early
Church. Jesus tells us not to be afraid, he is with us and he invites
us to share in the life of God the Blessed Trinity, Father, Son and
Holy Spirit.

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THE SUNDAY READINGS
First Reading: Acts 2: 1-11
You will notice the phrases "what sounded like a powerful
wind", " something that seemed like tongues of fire". This is
not an exact visual description of the Holy Spirit. John is
speaking in symbols. Fire symbolised the power and the pres-
ence of God. The wind is a symbol of the Holy Spirit who
would soon disperse the little group to the four corners of
the world. Writing of the miracle of Pentecost, when the
Apostles spoke in many languages, the early Christian writers
drew the parallel between the tower of Babel when God con-
fused languages to punish mankind for their pride and Pente-
cost when the Spirit of God brought all to unity again.

Second Reading: Galatians 5: 16-25

The old Law of the Bible was mainly negative. Do not do this
or that. Christian liberty is positive. It encourages us to go
way beyond the Law and sets no limits to the good we can do
in our lives. If we follow the Spirit and follow His promptings
we will achieve complete victory over ourselves.

Gospel: John 15: 26-27; 16:12-15

The Holy Spirit is a real person distinct from the Father and
the Son. Towards the world he is an accuser from whom
there is no escape. Towards the Apostles he is Christ's great
substitute to guide them into all religious truth. Bitter critics
of the Church should remember that they are attacking a
Church that will have as its guide the Holy Spirit for ever.
