THE SUNDAY READINGS
First Reading: IS. 40:1-5, 9-11
The passage from Isaiah which forms today's first Scripture
reading is one of the songs of the servant which is found in
Isaiah. It describes the ideal Jew, the servant of God who will
bring justice and light to the world and save his people. This
servant is Christ.

Second Reading: Titus 2:11-14,3:4-7

The second Scripture passage is the conclusion of an episode in
which Peter has a vision. In the vision he is instructed to receive
into the infant Church not only Jews, but the whole world.

Gospel : Lk. 3:15-16. 21-22

People in the crowds wondered if John the Baptist was the
Messiah. Luke provided a direct question and response to make
clear that John understood he was not the Messiah. Luke
removed the attention completely from John by not even
making it clear whether or not John was present at Jesus'
baptism. For Luke, John was the last prophet from the old age.
Jesus marked the beginning of a new age. Luke was the only
evangelist to have Jesus praying when the Holy Spirit, in the
form of a dove, came down on Jesus while a voice from heaven
proclaimed him as God's beloved Son.

Muskerry Local History
‘Remembering the six men who
died following the ill-fated Dripsey Ambush 1921’

Remembering the men executed by British Crown Forces in
February 1921 following an ill-fated ambush at Dripsey, Co. Cork is
the subject of a slide show presentation being delivered by Tim
O'Brien at 8.00 pm on 18 January in Ballincollig Rugby Club. Under
the auspices of Muskerry Local History Society, the presentation
will include news on the formation and growth of the Irish
Volunteers in the East Muskerry areas of Donoughmore,
Courtbrack and Inniscarra; the ambush plan; the capture of men
involved; their subsequent court martial at Cork's Victoria
Barracks; the traumatic execution morning; the construction of a
memorial at Dripsey and some key commemoration ceremonies
through the decades.
