Gospel: Matthew 4:12-23

The reading today from Matthew's Gospel takes
place early in Jesus' ministry. Several ideas are
clear. First of all, Matthew strived to connect his
Gospel for the early Christians to their Jewish
heritage. He made several references in his
Gospel like the one today in which prophecies
of old are fulfilled in Jesus. The second thing
was that Jesus learned of John the Baptist's
arrest and resolved to begin his ministry away
from Herod. Finally, Jesus called with some
urgency, his first four disciples. The common
thread to all this was that God's Kingdom was at
hand.

Common Sense about Prayer

In a big or a small way, most of us have had the experience of not being properly dressed for an occasion. You know the kind
of situation. You haven't had your hair done for ages, and you have an appointment with the hairdresser for tomorrow. But
today the doorbell rings. You take off the soiled apron and throw it on a chair and you answer the bell. There standing at the
door is a cousin you haven't seen for years. And she is done up to the nines! You feel like something the cat carried in after
dark. You invite her in, trying to hide the apron before she sees it, and you long for just a minute or two to straighten yourself
out. Meantime you can hardly take in a word she is saying. Of course it could be worse. You could turn up to a classy party in
an off-the-peg little number, and discover too late that everyone else is wearing the latest in designer elegance. It is a mo-
ment for the ground to open and swallow you up. It is a question of being dressed up properly for an occasion and of feeling
like a misfit or a fool if we are not. We sense that the only way to respond to quality is with quality, To elegance is with ele-
gance. And to holiness is with...
Coming before God to celebrate the Eucharist we are likewise conscious of 'the state | am in'. In his holy company we have an
overwhelming sense of our own sinfulness. We want a moment to put on a bit of spiritual make-up, to tidy ourselves up spir-
itually. This is what we do at the b e ginning of Mass when we acknowledge our sins and beg the Lord for his mercy. We are
trying to get ours elves presentable, trying to lessen the dreadful confusion and embarrassment of being sinners in God's
awesome presence.
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
