Doubting Thomas

Thomas seems to have been overwhelmed by grief and
from Good Friday he had gone his separate way.

Isolating oneself is
understandable but is not very helpful. Thomas it seems
was cut off from the other disciples and this made life
more difficult for him. However his little contact would
have helped him to notice the change in mood of the
others, he may even have heard about the empty tomb.

He is echoing the
human condition for certainty. Here on earth there is no
such thing as certainty about spiritual matters.

Here with the community he met the risen Christ and
came to faith.

It is with the help
of community that we can resolve our doubts and
sustain our faith. We see the kind of community the
early Christians enjoyed. They supported one another,
prayed and worshipped together. They also gave
material support to those in need.
