Korallerna is a well-established female choir from Lund,
Sweden, and was founded in 1978 by Eva Svanholm Bohlin.
Its members perform a wide range of music, everything
from classical to modern composi ons, and sacred to
secular works.

The choir has a long tradi on of par cipa ng at
interna onal choral fes vals and currently ranks; twenty-
sixth on lnterkultur's world•ranking for Female Choirs and
number 133 on the list of lnterkultur's top 1000 choirs. In
May 2018, Korallerna received a gold medal and won the
equal voice category at Helsingborgs Korfes val, and in
2017; won gold medals in the chamber choir and sacred
music categories at Canta en Primavera, Malaga.

The choir's conductor, Linda Alexandersson is a composer
arranger and conductor based in Malmo and Lund.

She graduated with a Master’s degree in Educa on from
Malmo Academy of music, specialising in composi on and
choral conduc ng; and recently won the jury's conductor’s
prize at Canta en Primavera, Malaga.

During the spring of 2019, Korallerna will be conducted by
Morten Helde. He holds a master's degree in piano
performance and choral conduc ng from the Syddansk
Musikkonservatoriurn and the Royal College of Music in
Stockholm.

The risen Jesus is portrayed as Lamb of God enthroned in
heaven.

Gospel: John 21:1-19.
For the third me since his resurrec on, Jesus appeared
to the disciples. It seems that the disciples had returned
to their former lives--those they had lived before they
le  to follow Jesus--because they were fishing in the Sea
of Galilee. Jesus stood on the shore and called out to the
men in the boat asking if they had caught anything. The
disciples replied that they had caught nothing. Jesus then
instructed them to cast their net on the right side of the
boat. When they did, they had a huge catch of 153 fish.
They knew from this sign that it was Jesus on the shore.
When they came ashore, Jesus cooked their breakfast of
fish. When they finished ea ng, Jesus asked Peter three

mes if Peter loved him. This was a great example of
reconcilia on because the opportuni es for Peter to
affirm his love of Jesus matched the same number of

mes he denied knowing him. It was then that Jesus
commissioned Peter to care for the sheep in Jesus' flock.
