Cancer Risks, Did you know?
Ireland has among the highest skin cancer rates in
Europe.
Two-thirds of Irish people have a higher risk of
developing Skin Cancer because of their skin type.
90% of all skin cancers are preventable
Damage to the skin by the sun is permanent. In later life
this can lead to skin cancer.
For the majority of the population, 10-15 minutes daily
exposure of the face and hands to the sun and adequate
diet provides a sufficient level of vitamin D.
Skin damage is caused by exposure to ultraviolet rays,
which are strongest from 11 am to 3 pm.
