Many people today live lives of tension and stress. Work is o'en 
pressured and the daily round of commu�ng can take a heavy toll on 
people’s energy and enjoyment of life. In some cases there may be 
marital or family problems which add their own weight to the burden 
against that background it can be almost impossible for people to pray 
or to be able to have a spiritual life that involves any kind of 
encounter with God. At the same �me, the pressure of those 
problems makes a real inner life an even greater necessity if the 
person is not to become burned - out or to be reduced to the level of 
a soulless func�onary. What about the inner self? What about 
nourishing the hungry soul that needs sustenance? We all need to 
build up our inner resources. The inner world is more real than the 
mad rush, the compe��veness and the pressure of what we 
some�mes unthinkingly call “the real world”  
 
Can we do anything about this? Yes. We can create a quiet �me and 
place for ourselves each day. It is a ma0er of crea�ng it; it won’t come 
by itself. A'er all, we make �me for meals, don’t we? It could be a 
ma0er of si1ng in a comfortable chair in a quiet room at home (for 
example, a bedroom), or walking slowly in a park, or going to a 
church, and then gradually and gently calming down. Relax your body 
first, and then let your emo�ons and your mind calm down. Spend 
most of the �me just calming down. That includes recognising without 
anxiety the sources of your tension and just le1ng them be. This is 
not a �me for solving problems - that comes a'erwards. 
 
Leave aside books, words and even thoughts as far as you can. (Keep a 
pen and paper nearby so that if you think, “I must phone Tom”’ you 
just make a note of it and set it aside. That way it won’t con�nue to 
distract you.) Recognise that you are in the presence of God: you 
don’t have to put yourself in it; you couldn’t not be in it. Try to come 
to this quite �me without an agenda, or even expecta�ons. Just be 
quite, be recep�ve. (This isn’t complicated, but it’s not easy.) Let God 
lead you in his own way, perhaps enabling you to become aware of 
yourself, to discover what may have been staring you in the face for 
years. The challenge is to learn to listen to what God says in silence, 
that silence which is not simply the absence of noise, but an inner 
s�llness. Be prepared for surprises. The first may be that you like this 
and want to make more �me for it. Another could be that you learn to 
appreciate the present moment. The present, the here and now, is a 
present from God. It is in the present that we begin to experience the 
presence of GOD in a way that is intui�ve and indirect but always 
gentle, freeing and some�mes even funny.

THE SUNDAY READINGS 

First Reading: Amos 8:4-7 
We are called to act with jus�ce.  
 
Second Reading: 1 Timothy 2:1-8 
Paul reminds us to think of others and to pray for them. 
 
Gospel: Luke 16:1-13 
At first, it would seem that this Gospel passage praises 
dishonesty, but in fact, it gives credit for a clever and 
quick response. There was a man who managed the land 
for his master. What his misdeeds were not quite clear, 
but something had gone wrong in their rela�onship and 
the manager was about to be fired. Not physically able 
to dig ditches and too proud to beg, the manager 
worried about how he would live. In a quick response, 
he went to all the people who owed his master produce 
and had them change their bills to reflect a lesser 
amount. In this way, the people who saved money 
would welcome the manager into their homes once he 
had been fired. The master wasn't rewarding the 
manager for his dishonesty, but for his cleverness and 
quick thinking. The point Jesus wanted to make with this 
parable was to let the crowd know that they should be 
wise in their use of the world's goods, because if they 
are used selfishly, they will fail us. However, if we share 
our resources with others, true wealth will await us in 
the Kingdom. The final point of Jesus' words was that we 
cannot serve two masters, God and money.
