I write in regard to the forthcoming Quarterly Collec"on for Diocesan 

Needs that will be held on October 12th and 13th next.  The collec"on 

will con"nue to assist the Diocese as it helps to support parishes 

through central services and resources.  These costs include Diocesan 

Office personnel, Parish Pastoral Development expenses, professional 

fees, Diocesan Educa"on Office expenses, and levies through the Irish 

Bishops’ Conference, u"li"es as well as repairs and maintenance.  I 

understand that each Quarterly Collec"on usually generates in the 

region of €56,000 for necessary costs and expenditure.

I am also aware of 

the ongoing needs of this Diocese and the reliance of the Diocese on the 

generosity of parishioners and parishes.

THE SUNDAY READINGS 

First Reading: Habakkuk 1:2-3; 2:2-4 

In the first reading, Habakkuk cannot understand 

why God does not intervene to save his chosen 

people from their enemies. God himself gives the 

answer: they need faith. 

 

Second Reading: 2 Timothy 1:6-8, 13-14 

In the second reading, Timothy, a bishop in the early 

Church, is told to bear witness to his faith. 

 

Gospel: Luke 17:5-10 

Parents oIen live this Gospel well. Be�er than most 

people, they know what it means to "serve" without 

expec"ng a reward. For many, parenthood is reward 

enough. Jesus explained to the disciples in this 

passage that service was a requirement of 

discipleship. When the disciples asked how they 

could have more faith, Jesus explained that faith was 

a giI. Faith is not something we control, but only 

something we can appreciate as a giI from God. To 

show our apprecia"on, however, Jesus 

demonstrated through a lesson of service how we 

could show our thankfulness to God for the giI of 

faith. When we share our faith with others and 

demonstrate it by showing the love of God to those 

we meet, we proclaim our gra"tude.
