John the Baptist had disciples of his own and while in
prison he sent some of them to Jesus. At John's request,
the disciples asked Jesus if he was the Messiah or were
they to wait for another. Jesus did not answer them
directly, but pointed to the miracles he had performed in
the name of God's love. If John himself did not wonder, it
was likely that his followers did. Jesus did not fit the image
of "Messiah," and so it was possible that people began to
doubt their original perception.
