
Easter Sunday
Today we face the greatest mystery of our faith, the mystery 
of how God works among us, bringing new life where before 
there was only death. With a sense of wonder and  with joy, 

we come today to thank God for the risen life of Jesus.
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This day was made by the Lord; we rejoice and are glad.
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This is the day that the Lord has made! We have good reason to rejoice and be glad. Jesus has triumphed over sin 
and death; He is risen! 

The Easter Vigil begins in darkness. This darkness may be symbolic of all the suffering and pain in our lives - the pain 
of sickness, grief, loss, rejecƟon, loneliness, abandonment, addicƟon, hopelessness. We wait in hope and 
expectaƟon for our Gethsemane to end. Into this darkness a light shines when the Paschal Candle is carried in 
procession through the darkened Church. The Paschal Candle represents Christ who is the Light of the world and 
who rekindles his light in us by entering into the darkness of our lives bringing hope, joy and peace.

In the Gospel for Easter Sunday, we hear of Mary Magdalen going early in the morning to the tomb of Jesus, only to 
see that the stone had been moved from the tomb. She goes running back to tell Simon Peter and John: ‘they have 
taken the Lord out of the tomb and we don’t know where they have put him’. Having returned to the tomb and 
seeing for themselves, they understood and they believed. Up to that moment, the Gospel says, “they had failed to 
understand the teaching of scripture that Jesus must rise from the dead”.

The first Reading from the Acts of the Apostles tells us the story of the first believers. In the first Reading Peter is 
speaking aŌer the bapƟsm of Cornelius and his family. Because of his convicƟon that Jesus, who died on the Cross, 
is now alive, Peter is so filled with joy that he simply must share that joy and hope with the listening crowds. The 
celebraƟon of Easter reminds us that we have the same mission as Mary Magdalene, Peter and the other disciples 
of Jesus. We renew our bapƟsmal promises as a community of faith. Just as the resurrecƟon of Jesus brought new 
hope in the disciples, the renewing of our bapƟsmal promises is an invitaƟon to us to proclaim the good news and 
conƟnue to be witnesses to the risen Lord by the way we live our daily lives. Let us thank God for the giŌ of the 
Risen Jesus.
