World Communications Day & The Ascension of the Lord

Every year on the Sunday before Pentecost the Church celebrates the achievements of the communications media
and focuses of how it can best use them to promote gospel values

World Communications Day was established by Pope Paul VI in 1967 as an annual celebration that encourages us to
reflect on the opportunities and challenges that the modern means of social communication (the press, motions
pictures, radio, television and the internet) afford the Church to communicate the gospel message.

Pope John Paul 11 (1990) in his encyclical Redemptoris missio 37 said: “The world of communications is the first
Areopagus of the modern age, unifying humanity and turning it into what is known as a ‘global village’. The
communications media have acquired such importance as to be for many the chief means of information and
education, of guidance and inspiration for many people in their personal, family and social behavior. In particular,
the younger generation is growing up in a world conditioned by the mass media. “Increasingly aware of the world
as a global village and the power of the media as a free market place for philosophies and values, the Church has
sought to be in there with its message and to use the media to proclaim the values it sees are beneficial for human

development and for the eternal welfare of people.
