Send forth your Spirit, O Lord and renew the face of the earth.

Today we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost - the birthday of the Church. Following the Ascension of Jesus his disciples returned to 
Jerusalem where, because of their fear of the Jews, they remained behind locked doors in the security of the ‘upper room’. Into 
this room Jesus comes bringing peace. He breathes the Holy Spirit on them. With the giŌ of the Spirit they are liberated from their 
fear and empowered to leave the Upper Room to go out to preach the Gospel.  

In spite of being a Ɵmid liƩle group they now find the courage they never knew they had to go out on to the streets to proclaim the 
Good News of the Risen Christ. The same disciples who had scaƩered aŌer Jesus’ arrest were now gathering people together for 
Christ. The disciples who were too scared to appear at the foot of the Cross were now proclaiming God’s love. They proclaimed 
how their lives had been transformed by the power of the Holy Spirit and expressed the wonders God had worked in them. 

On that first Pentecost, through the preaching of the disciples, many people became believers. Ever since then, the Gospel 
message has been proclaimed throughout the world. Proclaiming the Gospel today is not easy; so many reject Christ and his 
teachings and the Church he founded. Many people, for different reasons, experience being ‘locked in’ in their own lives, maybe 
living in fear, and yet wanƟng to experience liberaƟon and peace.  When we look back to what the first disciples encountered we 
find great reason for hope. If the Holy Spirit could work such wonders in them and through them, then surely he can do great 
things in us and through us if we allow him.

In today’s second reading St Paul says that “no one can say, ‘Jesus is Lord’ unless they are under the influence of the Holy Spirit”.  
He goes on to say that there is a variety of giŌs, but always the same Spirit; there are all sorts of service to be done, but always to 
the same Lord; working in all sorts of different ways in different people.  It is the same God who is working in all of us. Let us ask 
the Spirit to make us aware of the giŌs we have received and to appreciate the different giŌs in other people.  Realizing that we all 
have different giŌs, we are invited to work together using our giŌs, to build up and to serve the needs of our parish community to 
which we belong. We have been giŌed with the Holy Spirit and the Lord conƟnues to work wonders in and through us.

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in us the fire of your love!
