
Thirty Third Sunday In Ordinary Time
How oŌen fear and anxiety prevent people from producing 
their best, from using their God-given talents to the full. In 

today's parable Jesus shows that a God who inspires fear may 
inspire liƩle else. His image of God as a loving father inspires 

confidence and so enables us to develop what he has given us.
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0 blessed are those who fear the Lord.

We all have giŌs, talents and abiliƟes which we use in looking aŌer ourselves and our families.  As ChrisƟans we also use them in loving 
service of the community to build up the body of Christ, the ChrisƟan community.  The parable of the talents is one of three "end-Ɵme" 
parables in Chapters 24 and 25 of MaƩhews’s Gospel reminding us to prepare for and be ready for our own end.  St Paul also reminds us 
that we do not know the day or the hour of the coming of Christ for us, and that we should be ready.  The parable speaks of recogniƟon and 
reward for the five talent man and the two talent man, and of censure for the one talent man.  We tend to have sympathy for the man who 
had less ability, was less giŌed than the others.  

We all have some giŌs, given by God for a purpose.  Spiritual giŌs are given for the good of all, but if they are not used, they will not be 
fruiƞul.    Some of us may feel that our giŌs don’t amount to much, we are not as giŌed, say, as the ten talent man; yet when ordinary 
people accept and use their giŌedness great things are achieved in the kingdom of God.  God's love comes to perfecƟon in the world and in 
us when we pass it on in loving service to our brothers and sisters. So we pray that we will not waste or bury our talents, that we will use 
our giŌs in love and generosity and that that we will be happy and fulfilled in the service of God and his people.  

The poem in praise of a perfect wife at the end of the Book of Proverbs is somewhat foreign to our culture and seems to us to be 
condescending to women   It might seem a liƩle less strange if we imagine as being wriƩen by an ancient Irish mother, anxious to find a 
suitable wife for her precious son.  And in fact the end secƟon of the Book of Proverbs is headed “the sayings of Lemuel king of Massa, 
taught him by his mother!”  The piece has been regarded as a poem in praise of wisdom, tradiƟonally female. The wise person is someone 
who is loving, who helps those in need, who gives to the poor and is businesslike and hard working, someone who “gets on with it,” and 
uses his or her talents in loving service.

We do this ourselves as adults, 
but we must also try to help our children recognize their talents and use them in a producƟve way.
