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Rejoicing Sunday

“Rejoice in the Lord always, again I say, rejoice. Indeed the Lord is near.”  Isaiah 40, 27 reads,   “Had you not heard? 
Did you not know?, the Lord is an everlasƟng God, He does not grow Ɵred or weary; His understanding is beyond 
fathoming, He gives strength to the wearied.” 

Today is also known as Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete means 'Rejoice'. The third candle in the Advent Wreath is lit. It is 
a rose/pink colour. The rose/pink colour signifies the sense of expectancy building to a moment of rejoicing and 
hope as the long awaited promise of the Messiah is born among us. 

This Sunday also invites us to capture and hold on to some of the quiet Joy that Pope Francis speaks about in his 
leƩer “The Joy of the Gospel”. The joy of the gospel fills the hearts and lives of all who have a friendship with Jesus. 
It is our personal friendship with Jesus that we celebrate and give thanks for at Christmas, God becoming one of us, 
the Good News announced by John the BapƟst in today’s Gospel. This is the reason for our joy, the reason for 
Advent and Christmas.

In October 2021, Pope Francis announced a Universal Synod on 
the theme ‘For a Synodal Church: Communion, ParƟcipaƟon, 

and Mission.’ Following two years of preparaƟon, listening and 
dialogue at diocesan, conƟnental and universal level, 365 

people gathered in Rome to parƟcipate in its first assembly, 
which took place from 4 - 29 October. Bishop Brendan Leahy 

and Bishop Alan McGuckian were the two bishop nominees of 
the Irish Catholic Bishops’ Conference.
